Local Employer: Lake Shore Studios
Exercise/Activity: 

A company ordered 20 lamp shades.  Each lamp shade needs 10 inches of special trim.  A roll of trim holds 144 inches.  Each group will decide how many rolls of trim will be needed and how much trim will be leftover.  Each group must decide what will be done with the leftover trim. Illustrate the use of the leftover trim. 
LEVEL:  Elementary
STRAND: Problem-solving
OBJECTIVE: TLW solve a measurement problem using repeated addition and subtraction.  TLW utilize problem-solving skills. TLW illustrate the solution.
STRATEGIES: Students will work in small groups to solve the problem.
STUDENT PERFORMANCE TASKS:  TLW use repeated addition to determine the amount of trim needed.  TLW subtract to determine the number of rolls needed.  TLW brainstorm to determine use of the leftover trim.
MATERIALS/RESOURCES:  paper, pencil, poster
SOLUTION:  amount of trim needed- 200 inches
