








 Local Employer: Meridian Star Newspaper
Exercise/Activity: Have students work in groups of two or three on a project in which they are to find the five or ten most interesting or unusual careers held by people written about in the day’s newspaper. Have students list the careers in order of importance to the community and develop a rationale for their ranking. Students can examine the careers in a variety of other ways: amount and kinds of education needed to perform the career, the ways in which that particular career helps society, background or qualities needed for success in the career, etc. Students can check classified ads to look for 
similar jobs for particular careers.
LEVEL:  Seventh grade level
STRAND: 

OBJECTIVE:  Students will work together as a team to explore five to ten careers listed in today’s newspaper.
STRATEGIES: Students will work together using the newspaper to list at least five careers. Students will give a brief description of each career. Students will work together using their critical thinking skills as a team and list the careers in order of importance to the community and give a reason why the career is important to our society. Students will use occupational resource books to discovery the level of education that is needed for each career.
STUDENT PERFORMANCE TASKS:  

1. Make and display a poster on five careers.

2. Students will make an oral presentation

MATERIALS/RESOURCES:  

Current Newspaper, Occupational Handbook, Poster, Markers
