








 

Career Link: Mapping Outages
Local Employer: EMEPA
Exercise/Activity: 

You are a dispatcher for EMEPA.  While taking calls, you receive information about a power outage on King Road.  Using the map, determine which truck should be sent estimating that the trucks travel at 60 miles an hour.  The driver just started working in the area and does not know how to get to the outage.  
LEVEL:  Middle School  

STRAND: 

OBJECTIVE:  To use mapping skills to solve a problem 
STRATEGIES: Give the students a copy of the problem and a map of the area. 
STUDENT PERFORMANCE TASKS:  First, the student will map the power outage on the map.  Then given specified locations of service trucks, the students will determine which truck to send.  Given the location, the student will determine how long it will take the truck to drive to the power outage to begin work on the area.  The student must write directions for the driver so he will know how to get from where he is to where he needs to be.
MATERIALS/RESOURCES:  

1) A copy of the problem
2) A map of Lauderdale county

3) Paper

4) Pencil

5) Marker

SOLUTION:  The solution depends on what the child decides to do.                        

ASSESSMENT:  Individual Assessment
