Local Employer: Rush Hospital
Exercise/Activity: Coder for the hospital
     You are a coder for the hospital. A patient file you are coding happens to be a member of your church. You notice that the doctor has diagnosed the patient with a terminally ill disease. You start to worry and want to call the pastor of the church immediately. What should you do?
LEVEL:  Elementary
STRAND: Problem Solving
OBJECTIVE:  TLW use the code of conduct to help solve this problem.
STRATEGIES:  TTW allow students to brainstorm on possible solutions.
STUDENT PERFORMANCE TASKS:  TLW use critical thinking skills to help solve this problem.
MATERIALS/RESOURCES:  Code of conduct booklet
SOLUTION:   After reading the code of conduct booklet the student will notice that the coder signed a confidentiality agreement. The code of conduct states that we shall consider all patient information to be private and strictly confidential. If the coder tells the pastor before the patient ever mentions it to anyone, the coder is in the wrong. The coder needs to remember the code of conduct that was signed at the time of employment.  The patient will need to tell the pastor.
