








 

Career Link: Sales/Marketing Manager
Local Employer: Southern Cast Products, Inc.
Exercise/Activity: You are the marketing manager for this company.  That means that you are the one who tries to “sell” the company and its product.  You have just been contacted by one of your potential customers, and they are having trouble deciding between you and another company.  Prepare a “pitch” telling why your company is best for making their product.  (Give examples of price, time frame, quality, and anything you think will seal the deal).
LEVEL:  Upper elementary (maybe middle)
STRAND: 

OBJECTIVE: Identifies and writes different types of compositions to inform, entertain, persuade, and describe.

STRATEGIES: Brainstorm ideas as to why your product is the best.  Write these ideas on the board so they can be seen.  Tell students the steps that a company like Southern Cast takes to ensure their quality (rigorous inspection, x-rays, test bars)
STUDENT PERFORMANCE TASKS: TLW write a well, thought out, paper on why they should be the company that the customer chooses.  TLW follow a cumulative sentence (three point sentence) in order to organize their paper.  When finished, the student must stand and deliver their paper orally as to practice confidence and tone of voice when dealing with customers.
MATERIALS/RESOURCES:  The teacher (helpful in writing/gathering ideas), group members, examples of tests performed and inspector notes.  A worker from the actual plant may be asked to come in and answer many of the questions you may have.
SOLUTION:   Each group will vary but should have sentences and ideas including discounts, examples of quality assurance, tests that have been preformed, descriptions of inspections, and many other plans to garner a deal.  
ASSESSMENT:  Rubric and Teacher Observation
INTEGRATION:  This can be the student’s submission for persuasive writing.
