








 

Career Link: Deciding about working shifts
Local Employer: EMEPA
Exercise/Activity: You are a foreman for a crew.  You are given the option to work a four day week or to keep a five day work week by the manager.  You must make the decision on what will work for your crew, but keep in mind that you must work a 40 hour week whether you keep the five day work week or a four day work week. 
LEVEL:  Middle    

STRAND: 

OBJECTIVE:   The learner will solve a real life problem using social skills.
STRATEGIES:  Give students the problem and allow them to discuss it.
STUDENT PERFORMANCE TASKS:  The learners will be divided into groups and elect a leader.  Then while role playing, they will divide into whether they want to work a four day week or a five day week.  They will debate which schedule is best.  After listening to each sides’ arguments, the group will collectively vote on the schedule.  The leader or foreman will then report back to the general manager (the teacher) which they have decided.  The general manager will remind the workers that they may not like the final decision the group makes, but that is how it works out sometimes in life.
