Local Employer: The Meridian Star
Exercise/Activity: Calculate the cost of an ad in the classified section of the newspaper.
LEVEL:  Elementary
OBJECTIVE:  The student will solve a real life workplace problem using basic math skills such as addition and multiplication.
STRATEGIES: Explain how the price of an ad is determined.  Example:  $5.00 for up to five lines up to 25 characters.  Model how to find the cost of various ads.  
STUDENT PERFORMANCE TASKS:  Students will choose ads and determine the cost of each.  
MATERIALS/RESOURCES:  newspapers, pencil and paper
SOLUTION:   Solutions will vary with ads.
